Step 1: Signing up to YouTube 
 
If you have a YouTube or Facebook account, please go directly to Step 2. 
 

a. Go to www.youtube.com. 
 

b. Click on “Sign Up” in the top right-hand corner of the screen: 
 

 
 

c. Create your YouTube account.  
 

d. Within a few minutes, you should receive an e-mail on the address you’ve given, asking you to confirm 
your e-mail address. You do so by clicking on the relevant link, after which you’ll be asked to log in, using 
the username and password you entered when you created your account.
